2. The name of the Latino liaison for your agency. 
Officer Monica Rodriguez assigned to Community Policing and dedicated to the Hispanic Community on a full time basis. Officer Rodriguez is assigned to the Hispanic Outreach Center, which is collaboration between the Clearwater Police Department and the YWCA.  The Hispanic Outreach Center staffs a family advocate, youth outreach specialist, human trafficking case agent, mental health psychologist, health navigator, and several youth programs. ESOL is also offered at this center. The Hispanic Outreach Center has two offices located in Clearwater for easy access. In addition we have a team of civilian interpreters trained by Officer Rodriguez to assist non-Spanish speaking officers on cases where there are individuals who are non-English speaking. Lastly, Officer Rodriguez works closely with the Crime Prevention Unit in educating the Hispanic community on crime prevention techniques and safety. 
3. How many Latino events did your agency attended in 2006? If so please name. 
Several events throughout the year are held in Clearwater by the City of Clearwater. Such events include: Cinco de Mayo celebration, Hispanic Heritage Festival, Mexican Independence celebration to name a few. 

On September 7th, 2006, The City of Clearwater Mayor prepared and announced the declaration of Hispanic Heritage Month being from September 15th to October 15th.
The Hispanic Liaison Officer attends each of these events with as many of the other Clearwater Police Departments’ Spanish speaking officers. 

The Liaison officer also attends several of the athletic events held in the City of Clearwater throughout the year.

No we do not however we do contract Line Language Services.
